Fractio Panis

The fractio panis (the Breaking of the Bread) is an
important rite within the mass. The priest breaks the
Bread and puts a piece of the host into the chalice.
This is done to signify the unity of the Body and
Blood of the Lord in the work of salvation—Jesus
Christ. This commingling dates back to ancient Papal
liturgies of the Roman Rite.

Only a priest may perform the rite with the assistance
of a deacon or concelebrant if necessary. The current
GIRM states:” The fraction or breaking of the Bread
is begun after the sign of peace and is carried out with
proper reverence and should not be prolonged...”

For the gesture of breaking bread “carried out by
Christ at the Last Supper...signifies that the faithful,
though they are many, are many, are made one Body
in the communion of the One Bread of Life who is
Christ... (cf. 1Cor.10,7)
