Ponder This 
All Saints and All Souls Days 

 

November 1st, All Saints Day             

commemorates all the saints of the church. 

The history of this feast dates to the fourth 

century and evolved over time to its current place in 

the liturgical calendar. In the beginning only, martyrs 

were honored and Gregory IV (827-844) changed this 

feast to include all saints. This day is a reminder that 

we live our lives in ”communion with all the Saints” 

who serve as a model for us. 

 

November 2nd, All Souls Day, begins our               

remembrance of all the faithful dead. Beginning in 

998, Abbot Odilo of Cluny ordered all the             

monasteries to say the Office of the Dead on          

November 2nd. The        Directory on popular piety 

and the Liturgy states: “The just encounter God in 

death. He calls them to Himself so as to share eternal 

life with them. No one, however, can be received into 

God’s friendship and intimacy without having been 

purified of the consequences of personal sin.”        

Offering     prayers and asking for God’s mercy for 

our faithful Holy Souls is a sign of our communion 

with them in their journey through this process of    

purification. Someday, they will pray for us! From     

November 2nd to the First Sunday of Advent, we will 

pray St.      Gertrude’s prayer at the Prayers of the 

Faithful for our holy souls. Our Lord told St. Gertrude 

if she said the prayer piously a vast number of souls 

would be released from their suffering in purgatory.
